When I 
arrived in the morning, there were 2 students lined up to meet with us interested in helping launch a Destino outreach, Anibal 
and Veronica.  The plan was to have our first meeting that night over dinner at Paul’s.  But, how could we hold a dinner with 
only two guests?

About midway through the day, as spoke with students on the campus, for some reason, a student that was in our movement in 
Davis last year, Ada de Paz, came to mind.  She was a freshman, and we thought she would make a good leader, but she ended 
up needing to leave Davis because her family could not afford it anymore.  All of a sudden, it occurred to me:  Ada’s family’s home 
is near San Jose.  I called her and she said she lived 20 minutes away and went to a Jr. College in town.  I asked her if she 
wanted to start a new Destino movement in San Jose, and she said “absolutely!”  She also said she knew a lot of San Jose State 
latino students through her church who would love to be part of a Destino movement.  So, we were up to three.  Later on that day, 
We discovered Veronica was unable to attend dinner that night and Paul worried that Ada would feel uncomfortable attending a 
dinner with a bunch of guys, so he decided to invite one of the San Jose State alumni, Alejandra to be sure Ada felt comfortable.   I 
asked if Alejandra would be interested in being involved as a volunteer, and he said “No.  She is not really interested in starting a 
new movement.” But she did agree to come over for dinner. 
 
When it was time to pick up Anibal, he said he had a friend who was interested in knowing more so he invited him to come.  His 
name was Remy.  So there we were at the dinner, Paul stepped out to get the food, neither Remy nor Ada had arrived yet and so it 
was just me Alejandra and Anibal.  Alejandra asked me why there needed to be another movement and I told her that it was all 
about being missional.  That is, it was about making the Gospel available to different cultures and reaching people where they 
were at rather than hoping they will come to you.  As she heard the reasoning and understood the need, she said “Okay.  Now I 
understand and I want to help you start this movement.”  So, at the end of the night we had 5 people that wanted to be involved: 
4 students, and Alejandra, who wants to do ministry on San Jose State.  Over dinner, I casted vision and the students were ex-

cited. We set regular meeting times and a new 
movment was born.  We started out the day with 2 
students, and we ended with 5.  I’ve been coaching 
Anibal by phone weekly and have even attended a 
meeting over Davis’s spring break at San Jose.  They 
are really thriving.
