
As I’ve tried to sit and write to sum up all that we’ve seen God do this sum-
mer in and through our students I find it incredibly difficult to adequately 
relate to you all there is to tell.  Our God is amazing, He is big and he is 
working all around us.  It never ceases to amaze me that the Lord likes to 
show up in big ways at times, so that we can point our finger to His work 
and say “that… could have only been God!”   
 
Well, that is exactly how our summer started.  If you are not on our email 
list you probably don’t know that we had a big prayer request 2 days before 
we were to leave for El Salvador… 7 of our Latino students that were trav-
eling with us from our Destino Ministry at UC Davis still needed to raise 
$15,000!  This was not a complete surprise to us when we sent out a re-
quest for prayer.  We had been coaching these students along with 4 others 
from other Campus Crusade ministries for over 3 months.  We knew they 
were having difficulties raising the necessary funds to go on project.  They 
face many barriers culturally when it comes to raising support.  We  were  
calling them weekly, praying with them, helping them in any and everyway 
we could to raise the funds to go to El Salvador with us.  After all, we had 
encouraged them to take this step of faith to join us serving God for the 
summer, so we desperately wanted to see them raise the money to go.   
 
We kept praying & waiting for God to show up… for the funds to start 
coming in for them… but God chose to remain silent… and I have to ad-
mit… we started to panic.  We called our students one last time the night 
before we were to drive to Southern California to meet up with the regional 
Campus Crusade staff that would be sending off our team to serve God in 
El Salvador.  When we got off the phone we found that they had made little 
progress from the previous week and still each needed an average of 
$2000!!!   We felt like the doors to our project were slamming shut, did 
God want over half of our students not to go?  Including every fluent Span-
ish speaker on the team? 
 
We felt hopeless and helpless so we did the only thing we could do... we 
cried out to God one last time and asked you our faithful prayer warriors to 
join us.  And God showed up!  The next morning, we were contacted by a 
few people who wanted to help.  Ken and I fell before the Lord in tears.   

When we called one of our students, Karen, to tell her that a donor she had 
never met was going to deposit $1500 into her account for the mission 
project,  she was ecstatic!  Because of the difficulties she’d been experienc-
ing raising support, she had been praying with her mother that very mo-
ment to determine if the Lord was directing her not to go with us!  She was 
so encouraged that she got on the phone and miraculously completed her 
own support team that day.  By the time our students joined us the next 
day, God had raised a large portion of the $15,000 & by the morning after 
that, He had completely raised all of their funds.  We are in awe… God is 
SO GOOD!      
 
God allowed many things besides support difficulties to bring our students 
into a position of dependence on Him before we left: 2 had deaths in the 
family, some were having personal financial crisis, and all but two were 
still taking exams 3 days before we were to leave.   It made our summer 
project theme verse (below) very real to each and everyone of them as they 
had no strength of their own left, they had to draw from the Lord.  So, the 
Glory truly belongs to Him.
